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Glorious Victory Day Observed in Mauritius

December 16, 2023: The Bangladesh High Commission in Mauritius observed the Glorius
Victory Day in a befitting manner. The program of the day was held in two parts — one in the
morning and another one in the evening.

In the morning, Mr. Zakaria Bin Amjad, First Secretary and Acting Head of the High
